4.      Of all the characters in this book, Slim has by-far the most description devoted to him. It's a long paragraph on page 37. Describe Slim. 
  
5.      What aspects of the description indicate that he has a marked effect on other people?         
 6.      Did you ever know a person like Slim? Sometimes celebrities have this effect on others. A person whose very presence in a room -- even when he or she has not spoken – affects other people?
